Quiz #2: Motion in One Dimension 
 
Problem 1 (2 points) 
A rock is thrown vertically upward from the surface of the earth. The rock rises to some 
maximum height and falls back toward the surface of the earth. Which one of the following 
statements concerning this situation is true if air resistance is neglected? 
 
a) As the ball rises, its acceleration vector points upward. 
b) The acceleration of the ball is zero when the ball is at its highest point. 
c) The speed of the ball is negative while the ball falls back toward the earth. 
d) The velocity and the acceleration always point in the same direction. 
e) None of the above. 
 
Problem 2 (3 points) 
The graph below shows the velocity as a function of time of a mutant banana slug slithering 
about UCSC. (a) What is the banana slug’s acceleration at t = 1 s? (b) What is the slug’s 
displacement between t = 0 s and t = 10 s?
